From London and the South East

Leave the M6 at Junction 6 and follow the
A38(M) into City Centre. From the City

Centre follow signs for the A456 Kidderminster.
After approximately 1/2 mile go through the
underpass and onto Hagley Road. Stewart Court
is located 1 mile further up on left hand side.

From the North/East

Take A42/M42 from M1. Leave the M42

at Junction 8 for the M6. Follow instructions
from London South East.

From the South/Central

Take the M40 right to end of the motorway.
Turn onto the M42 heading west (Birmingham
South). At the end of the motorway turn onto
the M5 heading North. Stewart Court is located
approximately 5 miles from Junction 3, situated
before the second set of traffic ights.

From the North/West

Leave the M6 at Junction 8 for the M25. Leave
the M5 at Junction 2 and take the A4123
towards Birmingham City Centre. At the fourth
set of traffic lights (opposite the ‘Amber
Tavern’) urn left onto Hagley Road (A546).
Stewart Court is situated along this road after
the third set of traffic lights.
